Industry Structure & Developments:

The Company is in the business of manufacturing soft ferrites
cores. Major applications of ferrites are inverter
transformers, Domestic Lighting, Energy Meter,
Mobile Charger, SMPS, Transformer Manufacturers current
tronsFormers, pu|se fransformers, line Fi|fers, choke, noise
suppressors etc. The industry is witnessing a decent growth
rate and it is expected to grow at a similar rate in the near
future as well, in both Domestic and Exports industry. The
rapid urbanization and increase in usage of products using
soft ferrites has given this industry a big fillip to the soft
ferrites industry in the recent years.
